Officers were elected unanimously.

Bylaws were adopted and it was agreed that we would begin the process of filing the appropriate paperwork with the Texas Secretary of State and the IRS so that we can finalize the process of converting to a 501c(3) corporation.  

 

The new president, Barbara Graves, then the following matters were discussed as potential projects.

Heather and Laura are finishing the creation of our email database from the petitions that were circulated in July.  We will have several hundred email contacts that we will be able to use for future communications.  Additionally, we will, of course, have the resources of the website created and/or maintained by Barbara Graves as well as the Bark9 website.  I personally think that we should organize walking events or alternatively as was suggested a dog wash to take place in late September or early October when the weather gets a little cooler.  We could consider approaching Petsmart in League City to see if they would let us conduct a dog wash in front of their store and I would like to do a dog walk on Walker Street during the same time frame so that we can increase our visibility.  These are, of course, my thoughts so let me hear what you think.  

 

By the way, do not forget our informally meetings on Saturday and Sunday mornings in Walter Hall Park on the south side of the park.  Do not forget to bring your collars and leashes because Walter Hall Park, unfortunately, is not a leash free zone.
